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RESOLUTION 2026-07-09 

A RESOLUTION BY THE ORCAS ISLAND PARK AND RECREATION DISTRICT TO 
AUTHORIZE THE SAN JUAN COUNTY AUDITOR TO PLACE BEFORE THE 

VOTERS A PROPOSITION FOR A REGULAR PROPERTY TAX LEVY. 

 
WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners (the “Board”) of Orcas Island Park and 
Recreation District (“OIPRD”) desire to continue to fund OIPRD so it may fulfill its duties 
to provide recreational parks and services for Orcas Island as set forth in RCW 
36.69.130; and 
 
WHEREAS, in accordance with RCW 36.69.145 parks and recreation districts are limited 
to 6-year property tax funding cycles, at a maximum of $.60/$1,000; and 
 
WHEREAS, in 2021 voters approved a $.15/$1,000 levy to allow funding for OIPRD 
parks, programs, and services; and 
 
WHEREAS, with budget-conscious voters in mind, it is the desire of OIPRD to continue 
requesting a fiscally responsible levy option; and 
 
WHEREAS, OIPRD has considered the operating budget projections for the next 6-years 
and does not anticipate needing more than $.15/$1,000 for operations and limited 
capital improvements; and  

 
WHEREAS, should voters desire further funding for capital improvements in the future, 
every effort should be made to acquire funding through local, state and federal grants, 
donations, and only if needed, a future capital levy; and  

 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Commissioners for the Orcas Island 
Park and Recreation District: 

 
The Board of Commissioners authorizes and requests that the San Juan County Auditor 
place before the voters during the November 2026 general election a proposition 
requesting approval of funding for the Orcas Island Park and Recreation District in the 
amount of 15 (fifteen) cents per $1,000.00 (one thousand dollars) of assessed value of 
property in each year for six consecutive years following voter approval, pursuant to 
RCW 84.52 
 
The Commissioners approve the following language for the ballot title, subject to

REGULAR PROPERTY TAX LEVIES OF FIFTEEN CENTS OR LESS PER THOUSAND DOLLARS 
OF ASSESSED VALUATION FOR EACH OF SIX CONSECUTIVE YEARS?
